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A Eurasian transformation is underway, and it flows from China. China is,
through its The Belt and Road Initiative, gaining multifaceted leverage to forge a
Super Continent. The most critical uncertainty of all for Eurasian continentalism
could be the American response to developments on the world’s oldest and

largest continent.

How much attention and resources will Washington direct to Eurasian

developments in coming years? How important, will US ties with Japan, Australia,
India and Korea prove to be? How US domestic politics toward Asia evolve? These
are some of the key issue to be discussed.
